INFORMATION ON THE PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA

(Article 6(1f) of the GDPR); for archival purposes (evidence) to secure information in the event of a legal need to indicate facts, 

which is the implementation of our legitimate interest (Article 6(1f) of the GDPR); in order to possibly determine, investigate or 

defend against claims being the implementation of our legitimate interest (Article 6(1f) of the GDPR). 

III. At any time, you have the right to object to the processing of your data for the above purposes. We will stop processing your 

data for these purposes, unless we can demonstrate that there are valid, legitimate grounds that override your interests, rights 

and freedoms, or your data will be necessary for us to establishing, investigating or defending claims.
